At Mersin
International Port (MIP), we intend to ‘grow together,” enabling
Turkey and the surrounding region to reach even greater success.

Globally speaking, ports represent trade gateways. MIP is
Turkey’s principal trade gateway that meets a sizable portion
of the country’s exports and imports needs with its 2.6 million
TEU containers and over 10 million tons of conventional cargo
capacity. In addition, MIP is open to 190 countries with its
accessible transportation facilities, large-scale hinterland, and
highly trained human resources.

We are Turkey’s largest, most prominent multipurpose
port that provides all port services on the same site, and we are
listed among the 100 biggest container terminals in the world.
Furthermore, we also offer regional pilotage and towage services
regarding containers, dry and liquid bulk cargoes, RO-RO,
general cargoes, project cargoes, and passenger services.

We are proud to report that in 2021, we
experienced two positive developments that will
undoubtedly be remembered as critical points in our
company’s history. First, we broke a 61-year historical
record with a conventional throughput of 9 million
tons; secondly, we set a new record in Turkey with
a container throughput of 2.1 million TEU. I would
like to express my immense gratitude to my valuable
colleagues who worked selflessly, demonstrating
outstanding team spirit, to accomplish these
achievements.

Despite the severe negative impact of the
pandemic and economic fluctuations worldwide, we
managed to maintain our position as the ‘leading’
Turkish port in 2021 by recording 4.4% growth in
container throughput and 19% growth in conventional
throughput compared to the previous year. Our growth
target for 2022 is 7.5%.

Contributing to the economic development of
Mersin and Turkey as a whole is among our main
priorities at MIP. We continue our substantial
investments without slowing down, with the belief that
growing together is essential to unlocking Turkey’s
potential. When considering our company’s targets
and the region’s growth figures, we recognize the
importance of new investments to meet necessary
hinterland growth and provide much-needed services.

On the other hand, at MIP, we are obligated to
develop the port according to current physical and
technological requirements; this represents a promise
to Mersin; in line with our principle of ‘honesty,’
we continue moving forward by focusing on new
investments in this context.

ATATURK
PARK is outside the port’s borders; the project
will be entirely located within the existing
boundaries of the port.

- To be clear, there is absolutely no chance
that we will build this project in ATATURK PARK.
ATATURK PARK as a recreational space means a
lot to all of us.

- Within the framework of the project, in addition
to the EIA report, many environmental impact
analyses such as social impact analysis, sound
analysis, biodiversity impact analysis, air quality
analysis, etc., which are not legally mandatory, were
also conducted, reflecting MIP’s, particularly diligent
approach.

- Without question, we raised the environmental
sensitivity level of the project to European standards.
Supported by these substantial sustainability efforts,
our project was granted Environmentally Friendly
status.

As you know, today, different criteria, such as
environmental, social, and corporate governance
assessments, as well as financial data, add value
to organizations. As a result, companies, including
MIP, are now evaluated with comprehensive
environmental, social, and corporate governance
reports.

At MIP, we are highly aware of our
responsibilities towards our region, country, and
planet. To ensure we leave a livable world for future
generations, we analyze both the needs of our
stakeholders and the environment. Furthermore,
we are committed to optimizing all our activities to
further sustainable development.

What is Cabotage Right?

The word cabotage is defined in the dictionary

of the Turkish
Language
Association as
“the business of
operating ships
between the piers
or ports of a
country”.

During the
Ottoman Empire,
only foreign-
flagged boats
could operate
on Turkish
coasts due to
the capitulation
rights granted
to Western
countries.

On July 24, 1923, the Treaty of Lausanne
abolished capitulations and Turkey gained the right to
cabotage.

On April 19, 1926, Law No. 815 made it
compulsory for only Turkish boats to operate between
Turkish ports. The law entered into force on July 1 of
the same year.

July 1 has been celebrated as “Cabotage Day”
since 1935, and in 2007, the word “maritime” was
added and the day became “Maritime and Cabotage
